Getting Started

The front and back covers of the phone and the keypad (CLIPit™ Covers, my-CLIPit™)
can be changed in seconds — no tools required. Please switch the phone off first.

Ambient
temperature of 5°C to 40°C (icon flashes
as a warning when 5 °C above/below this).
