1.1 Installing/ Removing the battery

1) Installing the battery

< With the top of battery (the terminal with pole) facing right toward the contacting points in
the battery compartment, press the bottom of battery slightly until it enters into place;
< Slide battery cover forward along the side slot until it clicks into place.

2) Removing the battery

< Long press end key to switch the phone off;
< Open the battery cover continue to open the waterproof cover;
< Use your nalil to lightly lift the battery away.

1.2 Charging the battery

Your phone is powered by a rechargeable battery. When the battery is weak, the battery
sensor informs you. At this time, you need charge the battery. When the battery becomes too
weak for the phone to operate, it switches off automatically.

1) Open the cover of the multifunction jack on the bottom of the device.
2) Plug the small end of the travel adapter into the multifunction jack.
3) Plug the large end of the travel adapter into a power outlet.
4) When the battery is fully charged, unplug the travel adapter from the power outlet.
5) Unplug the travel adapter from the device.
6) Close the cover to the multifunction jack.
Note:
(a) During charging, the phone can operate as usual. But the charging time increases.
(b) Use only approved chargers and cables. Unauthorized chargers or cables can cause
batteries to explode or damage your device.
(c) While the device is charging, the touch screen may not function due to an unstable power
supply. If this happens, disconnect the charger from the device.

1.3 T-Flash card use

1.3.1 Installing/Removing T-Flash card

This mobile supports the T-Flash card feature. Make sure that the T-Flash card has already
inserted into mobile.

Make contacting points downwards. Ensure the angled corner is positioned correctly and
slide the card into the carrier;

1.4 Inserting/Removing the SIM card

When you subscribe to a cellular service, you will receive a Subscriber Identity Module (SIM)
card with subscription details, such as your personal identification nhumber (PIN) and optional

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1.5 Power On or Off

phone searches for your network automatically. Some SIM card is protected by the PIN
number, if you are asker for inputting the PIN number, please enter it.

2) Power Off: Press and hold the POWER key until the power-off image display.

(@) PIN is provided by your service provider. If the PIN is entered incorrectly three times, the
SIM card is barred.

(b) If the phone asks for an unlock code when switched on, enter the unlock code.

4.2 Emergency Call

Only in GSM system coverage, you can make an emergency call, even though the phone is
locked, without SIM card, or cannot enroll to the system.

This phone, like any wireless phone, operates using radio signals, wireless, and landline
networks as well as user programmed functions, which cannot guarantee connection in all
conditions. Therefore, you should never rely solely on any wireless phone for essential
communications like medical emergencies. Check with local service providers to make an
emergency call.

4.3 Answering a Call

When somebody calls you, the phone rings, and displays the incoming call area. If the caller
can be identified, the caller's phone number (or name if stored in your phonebook) is displayed.

1) If the screen is locked, when a call is coming, drag right to answer the call, drag left to
reject.

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available.

Wi-Fi: Turn the WLAN feature on or off.

Network notification: Set the device to notify you when an open network is available.
WPS Connect: connect to a WLAN using a Wi-Fi Protected Setup (WPS) button.
Select a network from Wi-Fi network list, input password (if necessary). Select
“Connect”.

21.3.3 Bluetooth Settings

Bluetooth is a short-range wireless communications technology for exchanging information
over a distance of about 30 feet. You do not need to line up the devices to send information with
Bluetooth. If the devices are in range, you can exchange information between them, even if they
are in different rooms.

Bluetooth: Turn the Bluetooth wireless feature on or off.

Device name: Set a Bluetooth name for your device.

Discoverable: Set your device to be visible to other Bluetooth devices.

Scan for devices: Search for available Bluetooth devices. From the list of scanned
devices, touch the target device, enter a PIN for the Bluetooth wireless feature or the
other device’ s Bluetooth PIN, if it has one, select “OK”.

When the owner of the other device enters the same PIN or accepts the connection,
pairing is complete. If the pairing is successful, the device will automatically search
for available services, send or receive files.

Note: Some devices, especially headsets or heads-free car kits, may have a fixed Bluetooth PIN,
such as 0000.

USB tethering: Select to active. You can tether your phone to your computer with a
USB cable, to share your phone’s internet connection with your computer.

Help: Learn more about USB and WLAN tethering.

Set up and manage Virtual Private Networks (VPNSs).

21.3.6 Mobile networks

Show data used in current period, and reset data amount. Set up Access Point Names
(APNSs), search for available networks and select a network for roaming.

21.4 Call settings

Set Voicemail, Call forwarding, Call barring, Call waiting, Internet calling, FDN, Minute
REMINDER, Phone settings and Cell broadcast.

21.5 Audio profiles

Select different prompt mode for call, message, notification and feedback in different
environment, and edit the profile.

2 Phone Precautions

In the event of mobile phone interfering
with pacemaker and other medical electronic devices, consult the manufacturer of the device
or local salesman. Mobile phone may interfere with appliances like television, radio, or PC
Do not hit the LCD display with extreme force or use it to hit other things. Doing so may
break the glass and cause the LCD liquid to leak.

< Do not exceed the battery manufacturer's charging current or voltage limitations. And only
use the approved peripherals.
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Do not directly solder anything onto the battery terminals. Direct soldering onto the battery
terminals can cause heat generation, leaking, rupturing or fire.

If the electrolyte inside the battery gets into your eyes, it may blind you. In such case, do
not rub your eyes but rinse with a large quantity of water immediately and consult a doctor.
For safety, do not put the battery into your mouth or use the damaged battery.

Do not attempt to disassemble or modify a battery. Doing so may result in leaking,
overheating, rupture or fire.

Do not use or put battery near high temperature places like fire or heat-generating parts,
or it may cause leaking, overheating, rupture or fire.

Stop using the battery if abnormal heat, odor, discoloration, deformation, or abnormal
conditions are detected during use, charge, or storage.

Do not allow leaked electrolyte to come into contact with your skin or clothes. If this
happens, rinse with a large quantity of water immediately and consult a doctor.

If the battery leaks electrolyte or emits a strange odor, immediately remove it from open
flame to avoid fire and rupture.
