7 Getting Connected

7.1 Using GPRS/3G Connection

Your phone can connect to the Internet via GPRS or 3G connection. The availability of these
services depends on your network service provider.By default, data services and data roaming
services are enabled.

7.1.1 Checking Data Network Connection

parameters; if you change them, you may not be able to access the network.

7.1.3 Turning On the Data Network Connection While Roaming

You can still use your phone to connect to the Internet while roaming outside the network
coverage, such as when you travel to other countries. However, you may incur extra charges for
this service. Contact your network service provider for details.

2. Touch Wireless & networks > Mobile networks.
3. Select the Data roaming check box to turn on data connection while roaming.

7.2 Using Wi-Fi

7.2.1 Turning On Wi-Fi

1. Touch E > Settings.
2. Touch Wireless & networks, and then select the Wi-Fi check box to turn on Wi-Fi.

7.2.2 Connecting to Wi-Fi Networks

1. Touch E > Settings.

Touch Wireless & networks > Wi-Fi settings.

Touch Wi-Fi to turn on Wi-Fi. Your phone automatically scans for available networks.
Touch a Wi-Fi network.

« If you select an unsecured network, touch Connect to establish the connection.
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« If you select a secured network for the first time, enter the password,and then touch
Connect. Once the network connection has been established, password will not be
required on your next connection unless you reset your phone to its default settings.

7.2.3 Adding Wi-Fi Networks

Touch E# > Settings.

Touch Wireless & networks > Wi-Fi settings.

Touch Add Wi-Fi network.

Follow the screen prompts and enter the SSID, security, and other required information.
When you are finished, touch Save.
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7.3 Using Bluetooth

Bluetooth allows you to share files, talk hands-free, or transfer files to other Bluetooth devices
within a 10-meter (33 feet) distance.

7.3.1 Turning On Bluetooth

1. Touch E > Settings.
2. Touch Wireless & networks, and then select the Bluetooth check box to turn on Bluetooth.

3. Touch Bluetooth settings, and then select the Discoverable check box to make your phone
visible to other Bluetooth devices.

7.3.2 Pairing and Connecting to Bluetooth Devices
1. Ensure that Bluetooth is enabled.

2. Touch f# > Settings > Wireless & networks > Bluetooth settings. Your phone scans for
Bluetooth devices in range.

3. Touch the device that you want to pair with.

4. Touch Pair to connect the device.

7.3.3 Sending Files via Bluetooth

You can send pictures, videos, or music files to other devices via Bluetooth.
1. Touch and hold the file to be sent to open the options menu.
2. Touch Share, and then touch Bluetooth and select a paired device.

7.3.4 Disconnecting or Unpairing Bluetooth Devices

1. Touch E > Settings > Wireless & networks > Bluetooth settings.
2. Onthe Bluetooth devices section, touch and hold the connected device.
3. Touch Unpair to disconnect the device.
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7.4 Using the microSD Card

7.4.1 Using the microSD Card as USB Mass Storage

the microSD card as USB mass storage.

. When you have completed transferring files, touch Turn off USB storage.

You cannot open some applications, such as Camera, when using the microSD card as a USB
mass storage device.

8 Using the Internet

Your phone can connect to the Internet via Wi-Fi or a mobile network connection. When both
Wi-Fi and mobile network connection are present at the same time, your phone automatically
chooses the Wi-Fi connection.

8.1 Browser
Use Browser to access and surf the Internet.

8.1.1 Opening Browser
Do any of the following to open Browser:

«  New window: Touch to open a new window.

*  Refresh: Touch to refresh the web page.

«  Stop: Touch to stop loading the page.

*  More: Touch to access more browser functions.

The availability of these applications, services, and features vary according to your country or
network provider.

Maps allows you to keep track of your location, view traffic information, find places, and get
directions to your destination.

8.6.1 Enabling Location Settings

Before you start using Maps, you must set your location. Your phone can determine your location
using GPS satellites or by identifying your mobile network.

2. In My Location section, select the Use wireless networks check box or the Use GPS
satellites check box or both.

8.6.2 Opening Maps

To open Maps, touch & > Maps.
The blinking arrow indicates your current location on the map.

8.6.3 Finding Places

1. Onthe Maps screen, enter the place that you want to search for the Search Maps box.

2. Asyou type, suggested places are displayed. You can touch a suggested place or continue
typing, and then touch Q.

3. Acallout appears on the map to indicate the location. To view the location details, touch the
callout.
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8.6.4 Getting Directions

1. Touch=> Directions.

2. Enter the starting point on the first text box, and enter the destination on the second text box.

3. Touch the mode of transport icon: by car, by public transport, or by foot.

4. Touch Go. The directions to your destination are listed. To view directions on the map, touch
= > See map.

5. When you have reached your destination, touch & > Clear Map to reset the map.

8.6.5 Setting Map Mode and Layers
Touch the layers icon and touch one of the following to change map mode and layers:

«  Traffic: View real traffic conditions. Roads are marked in color-coded lines to indicate traffic
conditions.

« Satellite: View map on aerial photo.

«  Terrain: View map with 3D imagery.

« Latitude: Use Latitude and view your friends’ location.

8.7 Latitude

Latitude allows you to view your friends’ locations and share your location with them on Maps.

8.7.1 Opening Latitude
To open Latitude, touch B > Latitude.

8.7.2 Adding Friends

You can invite friends to share your location or view theirs. Friends added on Talk are listed on the

friends list screen. However, they need to accept the request for sharing for you to view their

location using Latitude.

1. Touch= > Add friends.

2. Ifyour friend’s name appears on the list, touch the add icon to send the sharing request. Or,
touch Select from Contacts or Add via email address to invite friends to Latitude.

8.7.3 Viewing Friends’ Location
1. Touch a friend on the list.
2. Toview your friend’s location, touch one of the following icons:
« Show on map: To view your friend’s location on the map.
« Direction: To view the directions to your friend’s location.
« Street view: To view your friend’s location using street view mode.
To refresh your friends list, touch = > Refresh friends.



8.7.4 Selecting Sharing Options

You can set the type of information to be shared to specific friends. You can share your complete
location or opt for city level location or even hide from them.

2. Touch Sharing options, and then touch an option.

8.8 Market

Market allows you to buy and download games and other applications to your phone.

8.8.1 Opening Market

To open Market, touch B > Market.

When you open Market for the first time, the Terms of Service is displayed. Touch Accept to
continue.

8.8.2 Searching For Applications

1. Touch&=> Search.

2. Type the application that you want to search for,and then touch the Search icon.
You can also search by touching the available categories or featured applications.

8.8.3 Downloading Applications

1. Touch the application that you want to download.

2. Touch Free (if the item is free) or the price button if you need to purchase the application. You
may be asked to enter your credit card details to purchase.

3. The downloading status is shown on the notifications bar. When finished, the application icon
appears on the main application menu.

8.8.4 Removing Applications

1. Touch My Apps to view the applications you have downloaded.
2. Touch and hold the application you want to remove.

3. Touch Uninstall.

8.9 Navigation

Navigation is an Internet-based GPS satellite which allows you to search for destinations by
saying them.

To open Navigation, touch B > Navigation.

8.10 Places

Places allows you to find places near your current location.
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8.10.1 Opening Places

1. Touch # > Places.
2. Touch a category to view the list of places near your location.
3. Touch a place to view more information or use the search box to search for other places.

8.11 YouTube

YouTube allows you to watch, download, and upload videos to YouTube.

8.11.1 Opening YouTube

Touch E# > YouTube. When opening YouTube for the first time, the Terms of Service appears.
Touch Accept to continue.

8.11.2 Browsing for Videos

1. Onthe YouTube home screen, touch = > Browse.

2. Touch a category. The videos are grouped according to Most viewed, Top rated, Most
discussed, Top favorite.

3. Touchavideo to play it.

8.11.3 Searching for Videos

1. Touch&> Search.

2. Enter the keyword, and then touch the Search icon.

3. Search results are displayed. Touch a video to watch it.

8.11.4 Sharing Videos

1. Touch the video that you want to share.

2. Touch More on the upper-right corner of the screen.
3. Touch Share.

4. Touch an application for sharing.

8.11.5 Uploading Videos

To upload videos, you must sign in using your Google or YouTube account.

Uploading From My Gallery

You can upload videos saved in the mcroSD card.

1. Touch=> Upload.

2. Browse for the video file that you want to upload, and then touch the file to open the Upload
video screen.

3. Enter the video title. If desired, touch More details to add description, set the privacy, and
add tags to your video.

9.2 Using Gallery

Gallery automatically searches for photos and videos on your phone memory and microSD card.
Use Gallery to view and edit pictures, watch videos, and set photos as wallpapers or as contact
pictures.

9.2.1 Opening Gallery

Touch # > Gallery.
The Gallery application groups your pictures and videos by storage location and stores these files
in folders. Touch a folder to the pictures or videos inside.

9.2.2 Viewing Pictures

1. Inthe Gallery, touch the folder that contains the pictures you want to view.

2. Touch the picture to view it in full-screen mode.

3. Flick your finger left or right to view the next or the previous photo.

4. Tozoom inor zoom out the picture, double-touch the screen or touch the zoom icons.

9.2.3 Rotating Pictures
1. When viewing a picture, touch = > More.
2. Touch Rotate Left or Rotate Right.

9.2.4 Cropping Pictures

1. When viewing a picture, touch = > More.

2. Touch Crop.

3. Use the cropping tool to select the portion of the picture to crop:
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« Drag inside the cropping tool to move it.

« Drag and hold an edge of the cropping to resize the image.

« Drag and hold a corner of the cropping tool to resize the image while keeping the ration.
4. Touch Save.

9.3 Enjoying Music

You can listen to music files saved on the phone’s microSD card.

9.3.1 Opening the Media Library

Touch B > Music to display the media library.

The Music application organizes your music files by storage location. It contains four tabs:
Artists, Albums, Songs, and Playlists.

9.3.2 Playing Music
1. Touch a category on the music library screen.
2. Touch the song that you want to play.

9.3.3 Adding Music to Playlists

1. Touch a category on the music library screen.

2. Touch and hold the song that you want to add to the playlist.
3. Touch Add to playlist.

Touch Current playlist to add the song to an existing playlist or touch New to create a new
playlist and add the song to it.

9.3.4 Playing Playlists

1. Touch the Playlist tab on the music library screen.
2. Touch and hold the playlist that you want to play.
3. Touch Play.



10 Synchronizing Information

Some applications on your mobile phone give you access to the same personal information that
you can add, view, and edit on your computer. If you add, change, or delete your information in
any of these applications on the web, the updated information also appears on your mobile phone.
This is made possible through over-the-air data synchronization. The process occurs in the
background and does not interfere with the use of your mobile phone. When your phone is
synchronizing, a data synchronization icon will be shown in the notifications bar.

10.1 Managing Your Accounts

You can synchronize contacts, email, and other information on your mobile phone with multiple
Google accounts or other kinds of accounts, depending on the applications installed on your
mobile phone.

For example, you can start by adding your personal Google account, so that your personal email,
contacts, and calendar are always available. You could then add a work account, so that your
work-related emails and work contacts are handy. If you like, you may add multiple Google
accounts or other accounts.

10.1.1 Adding an Account

When you add an account, Contacts compares contacts from the newly synchronized account
with contacts from your existing mobile phone accounts and attempts to merge duplicates into a
single entry in Contacts. While it is presented as a single contact entry, the contact data itself is
not merged.

1. Touch B > Settings > Accounts & sync. The screen displays your current
synchronization settings and a list of your current accounts.

m Note: In some cases, you may need to obtain account details from IT support. For
example, you may need to know the account's domain or server address.

2. Touch Add account.

3. Touch the kind of account to add.

4. Follow the on-screen steps to enter the required and optional information about the account.
Most accounts require a user name and password, but the details depend on the kind of
account and the configuration of the service to which you are connecting.

5. Configure the account. Depending on the kind of account, you may be asked to configure the
data you want to be synced to the mobile phone, to name the account, and for other details.
When you have completed the procedure, the account is added to the list in the Accounts &
sync settings screen.

10.1.2 Removing an Account

You can remove an account, deleting it and all information associated with it from your mobile
phone, including email, contacts, settings, and so on. You cannot, however, remove some
accounts, such as the first account you signed into on the mobile phone. If you attempt to remove
certain accounts, all personal information associated with it will be deleted.

1. Onthe Accounts & sync settings screen, touch the account to delete.
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2.
3.

Touch Remove account.
Confirm that you want to remove the account.

10.2 Customizing Your Account Synchronization

You can configure background data use and synchronization options for all the applications on
your phone. You can also configure the data that you want to synchronize for each account.

For some accounts, synchronizing is two-directional; changes that you make to the information on
your mobile phone are made to the copy of that information on the web. Some accounts support
only one-way synchronization; the information on your mobile phone is read-only.

10.2.1 Configuring General Sync Settings
On the Accounts & sync settings screen, do the following:

Select or clear the Background data check box to set whether applications and services can
transmit data when you are not working with them directly (that is, when they are running in
the background).

If you clear this option, Gmail\Email stops receiving new mail, Calendar stops synchronizing
events, and so on, until you touch the Refresh menu item or send an email.

Select or clear the Auto-sync check box to set whether changes you make to information on
the phone or on the web are automatically synchronized with each other.

For example, when this option is selected, changes that you make in Contacts on the phone
are automatically made in Google Contacts on the web.

10.2.2 Changing an Account’s Synchronization Settings

1.

On the Accounts & sync settings screen, touch the account whose synchronization
settings you want to change. The data and synchronization screen opens, displaying a list of
the information the account can synchronize.

Selected items are configured to be synchronized to your mobile phone.

Select or clear the check box of information you want to synchronize to the mobile phone.



11 Using Other Applications

11.1 Using the Calendar

Use Calendar to create and manage events, meetings, and appointments. Depending on your
synchronization settings, the calendar on your phone can be synchronized with the internet-based
calendar you use.

11.1.1 Opening the Calendar

Touch E > Calendar to open the application.
* Tip:
To access Google calendar, touch &, and then touch More > Calendars.

11.1.2 Creating an Event
1. Onany calendar view, touch &. Then touch More > New event to open the Event details
screen.

2. Enterthe event name.

« Ifthere is a time frame for the event, touch From and To to set the beginning and end times
of the event.

« If the event is a special occasion such as a birthday or a day-long activity, set the date for
From and To, and then select the All day check box.

Enter the location of the event and a description.

If you have more than one calendar, select the calendar where you want to save the event.

Enter email addresses to invite guests to the event.

Set the time of your event reminder in Reminders, and then specify in Repetition whether

the event recurs and, if it does, how frequently.

7. Touch Done.

* Tip:

To quickly create an event in the Day, Week, or Month view, touch and hold an empty time slot,

and then touch New event. A new event details screen will appear with the selected time slot and

date in the From and To fields.
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11.1.3 Setting an Event Reminder

1. Onany calendar view, touch an event to view its details or an event summary.

2. Touch the Add reminder button to add a reminder. Or touch the reminder’s “-” button to
delete an existing reminder.

3. Touch the reminder time, and then touch the length of time before the event when you want to
be reminded. When the time comes, you will receive a notification about the event.

11.1.4 Customizing the Calendar Settings
On any calendar view, touch &. Then touch More > Settings.
« Hide declined events: Select to hide events for which you have declined invitations.
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« Setalerts & notifications: Touch to set event reminders to alert you, send you a notification,
or to turn off event notifications on your mobile phone.

«  Select ringtone: Touch to select the ringtone to sound when you receive an event reminder.

*  Vibrate: Select to vibrate the mobile phone when you receive an event notification.

*  Default reminder time: Touch to select the default time before an event for event reminders
to occur.

11.2 Using the Clock

In addition to displaying the date and time, the Clock application displays information about the
weather and your phone. You can also use Clock to turn your mobile phone into an alarm clock.

11.2.1 Opening the Clock

Touch E > Clock to open the application.

Clock opens with the date and time displayed on your Home screen wallpaper, along with your
local weather and other useful information.

11.2.2 Opening the Alarms
On the Clock screen, touch @ to open the Alarms.

Adding an Alarm
1. Onthe alarm list screen, touch Add alarm.

13.1 Warnings and Precautions
